Having recently read the 48° North, July 1,2001 article
"The Buchan 37," and now serving as "Ships Engineer,
Caribbean Division" for my daughter's refitting of Buchan
37 hull 19 (Blue Blazes?) in SF Bay, CA., I am writing to see
if you can put me in touch with Lon Richardson or any
of the Buchan family who may retain interest in the 37's
continued history. I am interested in both advising them
of the current disposition of this hull and perhaps gaining
some history on the craft as well. I notice in the article, Lon
recounts the hulls built 12, 14, 18 then on to 20... \:'Vithout
mention of 19, hence one mystery. I have further interest
in discussing some technical questions on early fiberglass
techniques which may have been observed in use on the
early hulls and perhaps reaching anyone familiar with the
original shipyard near Kirkland where these early hulls
were fabricated. Any help you may provide will be deeply
appreciated.

Loo~ng for History on Buchan 37, Hull 19

We passed the letter on to Lon Robinson who replied:
The Buchan 37, Blue Blazes, that you refer to was

originally raced for many years in the San'Diego area.
Several years ago, a later owner from San Francisco Bay,
CA, wrote to me for information on'refitting Blue Blazes. I
no longer have the info that I sent to him. However, I still
have info on my Buchan 37, Gamin, which I still race here in
Seattle.

The first Buchan 37 hulls were built in Kirkland in the
old shipyard buildings of the defunct Houghton-Kirkland,
World War n shipyard. It was a rather casual construction
facility without much quality control. The later facility for
construction in the Totem Lake area near Kirkland was
more professional. Blue Blazes woUld have been built there.

My hull, #8 Gamin, was built by a professional
fiberglass laminator, who did the layup. The outer gel
coat of white was sprayed on the mold carefully. Then
finish matte and many layers of matte and roving were
used. The resin-ta-glass ratio was held to 45% with careful
control. It was a very strong layup, and there has been no
delamination since that time in 1965.
