Asian Carp In Great Lakes?
US officials soy the despised Asian corp may have
breached on electronic barrier designed to prevent
it from invading the Great Lakes and jeapardizing a
$7 billion sport fishery.

Officials with the US Army Corps of Engineers have
confirmed that DNA evidence of the giant carp
has been detected upstream of the barrier in the
Chicago Sonltary and Ship Conal. If so, the only
remaining borrier keeping the exotic fish from Lake
Michigan is a navigational lock that opens and
closes regularly to facilitate boot traffic.

The Great Lakes are home to one off the most
economically important recreational fisheries In the
world, with prized populations of smallmouth boss,
muskellunge, walleye, rainbow trout and Pacific
salmon. Biologists fear that Asian corp could out­
compete juveniles of these species for food.

Asian corp were brought to North America by south­
ern US fish formers as a means of controlling algae
blooms in their ponds. Flooding allowed the fish to
gain access to the Mississippi River in the 1990s,
and they have spread widely since. Adull Asian corp
can exceed three feet In length and weigh more than
100 pounds, but as plankton feeders, are unlikely to
be caught by recreational anglers.
